CRIMINAL OFFENSES 

School staff who suspect a crime is in progress or 

has been committed, (e.g. bomb threat, intrusion, 

assault, kidnapping, hostage) notify Building 

Principal who will direct appropriate movement 

out of harm’s way and call:

SEVERE WEATHER 

During anticipated weather emergencies (flooding, 

hurricane, thunderstorms, tornado, winter storm), 

Building Principals will attend to weather radios.

          MULTIPLE CASUALTY 

In the event of disasters involving multiple injuries or 

fatalities (airplane crash, earthquake, wind impact, 

explosion, weapons discharge) take immediate 

shelter from cause of harm. If the building is 

damaged, evacuate and report damage or injuries 

sustained to the Building Principal, who will call:

SYSTEMS FAILURES 

School staff who suspect structural, electrical, heat,

School staff who suspect explosion or fire 

immediately activate the fire alarm and evacuate the 

building. After evacuating the building, the Building 

Principal should notify:
